Judicious Ken stayed with the sleepers as the cleck tolled midnight
his first-ever sleep-in, though he's been a vehicle dweller for many years
in Santa Cruz. Roaring up on nis blke wasL.buriy’dusgle .Jim, who noted
that as leglslative ailde to Congressman Tom lLantom, he'd meted that 61
of 63 Bay Areaiacities had instituted "emergency" laws prohiblted folks
